ADULT CONVERT CLASS
In September we are beginning a Convert Class taught
by Fr. Eichman which will be held Tuesday evenings at
7pm in a classrooms behind the Church. The class will
run approximately 90 minutes, is designed to cover the
basic teachings of the Church, and will use the Third
Baltimore Catechism. While designed for those enter-
ing the Church and adults who have not yet received
the Sacrament of Confirmation, this class is open to all.

FALL 2016 CHILDREN’S ACADEMIC PROGRAM
Friday morning classes will be offered from 8:20AM -
9:10AM beginning September 16. Church History will
be taught by Fr. Eichman for ages 12 thru high school.
